1607 - Settlement by Dutch made at Sheepscot. 
162  - Settlement made about this time. 
1625 - Sheepscot in her marshes and both salt & fresh, unrivalled soil & magnificent forest was a gem of untold worth to the agriculturist and planter. 1625, July 15 - eight mile tract including Bristol, Bremen, Damariscotta, Nobleboro and parts of Newcastle, Jefferson and Waldoboro, bought by John Brown, from Indian Sagamore Samoset for fifty beaver skins. 
1630 - (pg. 33) 84 families beside fishermen about Pemaquid, St. George and Sheepscot includes names as Dale, Dyer, Stalger, Draper, Mason, Messer and White. Their very isolation compelled them to deeds of benevolence and acts of common mercy and charity. (Pg. 35) 
1631 - February 20 0 Aldsworth, Elbridge Grant. This patent covering precisely the same grant, islands of the sea only excepted - but by some means or other was made to swell it’s boundaries to the West so as to include Newcastle as far as Cavessix Mill River. 
1649 - Mason and Manning’s purchased 12,000 acres acres extending on the South to the sea. John Richards had settled on the upper end of Jeremy Squam and purchased it off Robinhood. 
1651 - February 1. Thomas, grandson of Elbridge and sole heir, conveyed half of whole patent to Paul White. 
1652 - John Mason purchases lands on Sheepscot River at Robinhood, Dick Swash and Jack Pudding, Indian Chiefs - settlements made soon after. 1652 - Mason purchased Crumbie’s Reach & it became known as “Mason’s Necke” and afterward the “Town Necke”. 
1653 - April, Paul White conveyed this moiety to Richard Russel and Nicholas Davidson. (Pg. 10) 
1657 - July, Russel sold his quarter to Davidson. (Pg. 10) 
1657 - Davidson bought off Elbridge and became owner of entire estate. His will made before he sailed, gave 1/3 to wife, Joan, 1/3 to son Daniel and 1/3 to daughter Sarah. 
1660 - 50 families living at “Sheepscot Farms”. 
1661 - Walter Phillips purchases lands here. 
1663 - George Davie purchased Wiscasset off Vichodehant, Dick Swash and other Sheepscot Saggamores so the enlarged dominions of New Dartmouth bounded (pg. 64) South to sea, North to ye Country, East to Damariscotte River and ye fresh pond at ye Head of said river and so into ye country West of the great island of Saccadahoc so thru Bateman’s Gutt into ye Great Falls and thence to Great Monsiocage ffales and from thence North by West Lyne into ye county as pr Platt will appear. So that New Dartmouth. Included Newcastle, Edgecomb, Boothbay, Southport, Westport, Wiscasset, Alna and the wilderness to the North. 
1664 - (pg. 51&52) Duke of York - his agents called it Newcastle also County of Cornwall. Commissioners were Col. Richard Nichols, Sir. Robert Carr, George Cartwright and Samuel Maverick. Following took oath of allegiance from Sheepscot, William Dole, William & Christopher Dyer, Nathaniel Draper, Thomas Gent, William Markes, John Mason, Thomas mercer, Moses Pike, Andrew Stalger, In Dama Walter Phillips, Robert Scott, John Taylor, John White announced. Established 1st Civil government with Sheepscot the county seat. App Justices Nicholas Raynal or Raynolds of Sagadahock, Thomas Gardiner of Pemaquid and Wm. Dyer of Dartmouth. 
1665 - Commissioners appointed by Duke of York met at house of John Mason, Sheepscot, and erect the Eastern Settlements into “Cornwell” County. Sheepscot is called “New Dartmouth”, made county seat. Walter Phillips, clerk. 
1675 - Settlers driven off by Indians. 
1675 - June 24, Sheepscot burnt - King Phillips war. After 50 years of tranquility. 
1676 - August 13, Young girl fled 15 miles thru the woods from Arrousic to Sheepscot to warn inhabitants. They fled to Cape Newaggair which they were later forced to abandon. About 250 Eastward of Piscataqua killed or captive never to return & 150 captives who returned. 
1676 - Sept, Sheepscot destroyed & peace ratified. 
1678 - 1682 (pg. 66&69) Resettling New Dartmouth return migrants sought titles for their lands from Henry Jocelyn. 
1682 - New Dartmouth re-settled by Dutch (at Chase’s Point.) 
1688 - Second destruction of settlement by Indians. 
1702 - Rev Christopher Tappan purchases nearly all of the present town of Newcastle. 
1729 - David Dunbar arrives as Governor. 
1730 - William Vaughan erects Mills at Damariscotta, Fresh Fall. 
1745 - 1747 Indian outrages enacted. 
1753 - Newcastle Incorporated the 12th town in Maine. Old Glidden mansion erected. 
1755 - 1759 Indian outrages, peace established 
1759. 1764 - Census taken, 415 people in town. 
1783 - Census shows 28 families, 114 persons. 
1785 - 1795 - Northwest part of town set off to Alna. Newcastle Post Office established July 1st. 1797 - First bridge built in Damariscotta. 
1809 - Sluceway built at Damariscotta Mills. 
1820 - Sheepscot Post Office established December 29th. 
1850 - Lincoln democrat established, J.J. Ramsy, editor. 
1851 - Damariscotta bridge rebuilt, made free. 
1854 - Newcastle State Bank Inc. A.S.Austin, President. 
1857 - North Newcastle Post Office established. 
1865 - Bank became National, Joseph Haines, Pres. D.W. Chapman, cashier. 1855-1901. 1871 - Knox & Lincoln Railroad opened. 
1890 - Railroad leased to Maine central Railroad Co. Newcastle Bank moves to Damariscotta. (Old bank was in Newcastle.) 
1930 - Newcastle & Damariscotta banks combined. 
1960 - Passenger service discontinued on Maine Central Railroad.
